Planning your breakout  
1. Immanuel Camp is a ministry of Immanuel Lutheran Church.  It is set to take place at Heit’s 

Point Lutheran Camp in Lincoln, MO on July 30-August 1, 2010.  Families can coordinate with 

Heit’s Point to come early or stay later. 

2. The registration cost of Immanuel Camp is $30 per family member until July 1st.  After July 

1st, registration is $45 per person.  This cost includes an Immanuel Camp shirt, Saturday 

evening dinner, and all of the Immanuel Camp activities.   
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3. Housing for Immanuel Camp is coordinated at Heit’s Point.  We have a block of different 

types of lodging reserved ranging in cost from $60 per night to $80 per night for a family.  For 

more information see the Housing and Meals section. 

4. Meals, with the exception of the Saturday evening meal, are the responsibility of the family.  See 

the Housing and Meals section for details about what’s available at Heit’s Point. 

5. Immanuel Camp Activities will begin Friday evening at 8:00PM and will continue through 

10:00AM on Sunday, August 1, 2010.   

6.  Immanuel Camp is designed for families, friends, and neighbors to gather together and 

share a faith and fun-filled weekend.  It is open to people and families of all ages and to 

members and non-members alike.  Invite neighbors, friends, grandparents, and others to join us 

in our community, praise and adventure!

Housing and meals are to be reserved directly from Heit’s Point. Place your reservations by 

calling 877.668.2362.  Tell them you are with Immanuel Lutheran Church when placing your 

reservation.  Accommodations are available at a first come, first served basis.  Don’t wait!

HOUSING: 

We have reserved the following housing options for Immanuel Camp.  To learn more about 

each location, visit http://heitspoint.com/accommodations. 

Single family dwellings 

 Cabin 2: $70 Limited to 4 people 
 Cabin 3: $70 Limited to 6 people 
 Rock House: $85 Limited to 6 people  

 
Multi-family dwellings 

 Double wide: $75 for 1 family or $105 for 2 families.   
Limited to 8 people 

 Lodge: $80 for 1 family, $110 for 2 families, $160 for 3 families, or $200 for 4 families.   
Limited to 14 people. 

 Bell house: $60 per family per quad   
2 Sections of 12. Limited to 24 people. 

 Gospel Hostel Bunk-house: $60 per family per quad 
Limited to 12 people. 

 Blunk Bunk-house: $60 per family per quad 
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2 Sections of 16 and 2 Sections of 14. Limited to 60 people. 

Families interested in camping or using the campground facilities should contact Heit’s Point for 

cost and availability.   

MEALS: 

1. Heit’s Point can provide full and hearty meals for you and your family during 

Immanuel Camp.  If you choose to eat in the Heit’s Point Dining Hall, you will make 

your meal reservations at the time you make your housing arrangements.  Meals in the 

Heit’s Point Dining Hall are available at the following cost per person:

Breakfast- $5.50 Lunch- $7.00 Dinner- $9.00 

2. You are also welcome to coordinate with your family and friends to create your 

own meals.  Some accommodations include a kitchen, so consider this as you are 

planning your trip.
